He was born as Paul Antschel into a Jewish family in Czernowitz (Cernăuţi),
Northern Bukovina, a region then part of Romania and changed his name to "Paul Celan" (where
Celan in Romanian would be pronounced Chelan, and was derived from Ancel, pronounced Antshel).
